REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
. JULY 10, 2014, 7:00 p.m.
420 NORTH BRIDGE, SUITE A, ST. ANTHONY, ID, CITY COUNCIL CHAMBERS

PRESENT: Mayor Neils Thueson, Council Members Suzanne Bagley, Tom Erickson,
Lisa Haeberle, Rick Hill, Russ Rubert and Rod Willmore.

ALSO PRESENT: City Attorney Bill Forsberg, City Clerk/Treasurer Patty Parkinson,
Police Chief Terry Harris, and 13 others in the audience.

Mayor Thueson called the meeting to order.

PRAYER was offered by Councilmember Bagley. (This is a non-denominational offering
and anyone who would like to offer prayer may do so by request.)

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIENCE was led by Clerk Parkinson.
GENERAL BUSINESS

Rotary Park Phase Il ProposaliTom Howell — Tom Howell, representative of the St.
Anthony Rotary Club, came to tonight's meeting to provide council with the Phase |I
Proposal of the Plaza for Rotary Park. Howell provided a diagram showing the design,
replicating the “Rotary Wheel”. The design includes a sidewalk to the piaza and outer
path around the plaza, hub, spokes, inner rim and outer rim, six Spring Snow Crab trees
inside spokes and two to four benches. The total cost of the proposal is $7500 with
funding coming from two donations of $1000 each and the balance from the St. Anthony
Rotary Club Project Fund. Howell is requesting help from the city in the way of
removing sprinklers from the area, haul road base to the site, extend water line to the
watering system box inside the plaza and to move lights to triangles inside the spokes.
The outside ring is 52’ in diameter. The teeth of the wheel would be outside that. It
shouldn’t take too long to start and according to Howell they may start the end of August
or beginning of September. Mayor Thueson said the proposal looks really nice. A
motion to accept the Phase Il Proposal to the Rotary Park as presented and described
by Howell was made by Councilmember Willmore and seconded by Councilmember
Hill. All council members approved. Motion passed 6-0.

Street & Grant Update Report from Schiess & Associates/Paul Scoresby — Paul
Scoresby, of Schiess & Associates, provided a status report on the West Main Street
Project. The final design has been submitted and Scoresby brought a copy for council’s
review. This includes the plans, specifications and the estimate. The estimate has a
5% contingency in it, making it over budget by about $200,000. Scoresby said it is
better to go in a little bit higher and hope it gets funded. The city will have an
opportunity to discuss this at the Final Review Meeting with LHTAC (Local Highway
Technical Assistance Council). Scoresby advised the city to review the plans in detail to
see if there is anything which needs adjustment. The things left to do on the job are the




temporary use agreements. Property owners need to sign the use agreements should
they want help with their yards. Mayor Thueson told Scoresby to contact him when he
is ready to do this and he will make time to meet with each of those property owners.
Once this is done, it will be difficult to make any changes, so now would be the time to
identify any changes. Scoresby reminded council there will be some parking habits
which will need to be changed. This will require some public relations towards those
residents so they are not surprised with the changes. The more the city can visit with
the property owners and residents the more comfortable they will be during the
construction phase of this project.

Liquor Catering Permit/Spurs & Spokes/Wedding Reception — Clerk Parkinson
reported Spurs and Spokes is requesting a Liquor Catering Permit for July 19, 2014 at
the Old Riverside Inn in order to cater for a wedding reception. The permit is paid and
everything is in order. A motion to approve the Idaho Liquor Catering Permit for Spurs
and Spokes to cater for a wedding reception at the Old Riverside Inn on July 19, 2014
from 12 p.m. to 12 a.m. was made by Councilmember Bagley and seconded by
Councilmember Rubert. All council members were in favor. Motion passed 6-0.

HUD Consortium Grant Monies $10,000 for Greenway — Clerk Parkinson reported on
a proposal she prepared and Mayor Thueson presented to the Western Greater
Yellowstone Consortium. This proposal is a request to allocate $10,000 of its technical
assistance funding to the City for a pedestrian bridge conceptual design for the Henry's
Fork Greenway Trail System. Parkinson said if the proposal and plan is successful it
would help the city in completing a loop and a bridge to connect the north and south
sides of the Greenway. Parkinson is requesting council accept this funding from the
Consortium and allow the Mayor and staff to proceed with the proposed project. A
motion to accept the allocated $10,000 for technical assistance from the Western
Greater Yellowstone Consortium was made by Councilmember Erickson and seconded
by Councilmember Rubert. All council members were in favor. Motion passed 6-0.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Mayor Thueson opened the floor for public comment.

Randy Tea, of Menan, has a drink and popcorn wagon and would like to park his trailer
on city streets and next to city parks to sell his drinks and popcorn. He has converted a
20 foot trailer into a concession stand which is self-contained with his own water and
power. Attorney Forsberg said as long as he is properly permitted and zoning allows for
commercial usage and he intends to park on public land, then it is a question to council
if they would like to lease the property. There are some parking regulations which may
or may not apply to Mr. Tea and there needs to be more information to make an
informed decision. Tea said he is in the process of getting permission from a private
party, next to the Texaco station, to park his concession wagon there. Councilmember
Erickson thought it was a good idea and it might be nice to have something like this.
Councilmember Rubert said he would like to see a map of the places on public land he
would fike to park and to bring that to council for council’s review and then approval. He




will need to be placed on the agenda for council to consider. Clerk Parkinson reminded
Tea his information to be placed on the agenda needs to be received by July 18, 2014.

Myrna Cain, Lorraine Taylor and Jerry Cain (Airport Manager) came tonight to talk
about the Annua! Stanford Field Fly-In. The Fly-In will be held again this year on
Saturday, September 20, 2014. Myrna said this has been done over the last five years.
This is a family friendly event and provides an activity at the airport which provides good
public relations between the airport, the citizens and airplanes. The “Fly-In” Board is
requesting the city provide some funding towards this event. The Fly-In Board has also
asked the Chamber of Commerce for their financial support as well. They believe they
do not need anything more than about $500 to $600. Councilmember Rubert said at
the last Chamber meeting they thought this amount could be split between the City and
the Chamber. Mayor Thueson said in order for council to make a decision they need to
be on the next agenda. Thueson asked Councilmember Willmore to review the Airport
Fund prior to the next meeting. Myrna said she really appreciates everything the City
has done to support the Annual Fly-In.

There being no other comment, Thueson closed the floor for public comment.

INVOICES & CLAIMS - Payment Approval Reports were presented to Council. Clerk
Parkinson had a bill from the South Fremont Fire District, received this afternoon, for a
fire call they did at Keefer Park on May 5, 2014. Chief Harris provided council with a
copy of the police report detailing the event. Councilmember Haeberle read the police
report in full. In the report, Officer Distelhorst saw a fire at Keefer Park and witnessed
Joseph Colombo frantically kicking something. Distelhorst requested the fire
department respond to put out the fire. The fire department arrived and poured water
on the fire. Parkinson reported contacting the city’s insurance company, ICRMP, and
they advised her they do not cover intergovernmental claims and believed it was a fire
started by Colombo and the city was only requesting the fire depariment attend to the
call. Additionally, the city residents are part of the fire district and this would be
something covered by their district and so this appears to be a double billing. Attorney
Forsberg said it seems the fire was Mr. Colombo’s and his companion’s and the officer
only called for the fire department in the same manner as it would if it were someone’s
house on fire or someone’s ditch fire out of control. Forsberg said if there is a bill to be
paid here, it should be sent to Mr. Colombo. The city was simply doing its job. A
motion not to pay the South Fremont Fire District bill of $401.00 dated May 5, 2014 and
to allow Parkinson to write a letter to the Fire District as to why the bill is not being paid
was made by Councilmember Erickson and seconded by Councilmember Rubert. All
council members were in favor. Motion passed 6-0. Mayor Thueson directed Clerk
Parkinson to send a letter to the Fire District to let them know the city would not be
paying the invoice. Following some further questions by council, which were
satisfactorily answered by staff, a motion to pay the invoices and claims was made by
Counciimember Bagley and seconded by Councilmember Willmore. All council
members present were in favor. Motion passed 6-0.

MINUTES - Regular Council Meeting Minutes of June 28, 2014 were presented to




council. A motion to accept the Regular Council Meeting Minutes of June 26, 2014 was
made by Councilmember Haeberle and seconded by Councilmember Hill. All council
members present were in favor. Motion passed 6-0.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Chief Harris reported finishing the last grant and the next one will start in two weeks.
Mayor Thueson said he is forwarding emails regarding a grant and wanted to confirm
Harris was receiving them. Harris said he is and to please continue to forward them to
him until he can figure out why they are not directly coming to him. The new police car
is in service.

Attorney Forsberg had nothing to report.

Clerk/Treasurer Parkinson reported the HUD Consortium added a couple of new
members, the Bridger Teton National Forest and the Town of Jackson, and is
requesting the city sign an updated MOU (Memorandum of Understanding).
Additionally, there was some name changes for the new administration. Parkinson
provided a copy of the MOU for council’s review should they have any guestions.
Parkinson also reported receiving an email from the owner of Eagle Rock Sanitation
regarding a request to be able to bid on solid waste disposal for the city. Eagle Rock
Sanitation is aware the city’s contract with PSI will expire in 2015. Council members
thought it might be a good idea to see what they might be able to offer. Parkinson said
she will make a note to check into rebidding sometime in April or May next year. The
contract with PSI expires September 30, 2015. Attorney Forsberg said before putting
anything out to bid it is important to do some “due diligence” to ensure the city is
contracting with a reliable company with a good reputation. Forsberg said a Request for
Proposal can be sent out for this “unique” service. This may be something the city can
review with other cities to see who they are contracting with and if they are satisfied.
Parkinson said Fremont County Commissioner Baxter will be attending the next council
meeting, as well as Brandon Harris, who will be discussing the new transfer station at
the landfill. Mayor Thueson said it is really important to keep an open friendly
relationship with the county. We need to help them as they help us. They wili be
helping the city with chip and sealing of the streets. Councilmember Bagley asked
Thueson if the agenda for the next council meeting can be lighter, since many will be
celebrating Pioneer Days during that week. Thueson said he would try.

COUNCIL & MAYOR REPORTS
Councilmember Bagley had nothing to report.

Councilmember Rubert reported on the Chamber of Commerce meeting he attended
last week. The Chamber is doing much better. There have been quite a number of
businesses stepping up. The Chamber of Commerce has agreed to support the Annual
Fly-In with matching funds for whatever the city does. Mayor Thueson asked if
Councilmember Willmore thought there is some funding which can come from the




Airport Fund. Willmore said the airport budget can probably handle it. The total amount
is being estimated at $500, so should the Chamber wish to help it might cost the city

$300.
Councilmember Erickson had nothing to report.
Councilmember Haeberle had nothing to report.

Councilmember Hill reported he is supposed to meet with the Superintendent of South
Fremont School district to talk about the tennis courts. That meeting hasn’t happened,

yet.
Councilmember Willmore had nothing to report.
Mayor Thueson had nothing to report.

There being no further business to come before the Council the meeting was adjourned

at approximately 8:30 p.m. by Mayor Thueson.
