
Resolution Establishing a Water Use/Freeze Prevention Policy 

Resolution # 2009-8 

ST. ANTHONY BEING LOCATED IN AN EXTREMELY FRIGID AREA 
AND IT BEING PRUDENT FOR THE CITY TO TAKE THE NECESSARY STEPS TO 
PROTECT THE WATER DELIVERY SYSTEM FROM THE DISRUPTION AND DAMAGE 
THAT FREEZING WATER MAINS CAUSE. THE CITY COUNCIL AND MAYOR FIND 
THAT THE CITY SHOULD ADOPT A UNIFORM POLICY PROVIDING FOR ALLOWING 
CERTAIN WATER USERS TO RUN WATER DURING COLD WEATHER PERIODS TO 
PREVENT FREEZING OF CITY WATER MAINS; 

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED: City water customers whose water service connects 
to a city water main that is of a depth of four (4) feet or less at the customer's line shall be 
allowed an additional 5,000 gallons of water per month without charge from November 1, to 
March 1, yearly (drip list credit). In order to receive the credit, a customer must notify the City 
Treasurer each year of the customer's intention to run a constant drip to protect their service line 
from freezing prior to being allowed the credit. 

The City Treasurer shall cause a list of customers entitled to the drip list credit to be 
compiled .. 

The City's public works director shall determine whether a customer's service qualifies 
the customer for the credit.
